So 

use your gifts well."



3. An Unconfessed Sin

Psalm 38:4 "My guilt has overwhelmed me 

like a burden too heavy to bear... 

6. I am bowed down and I am brought low."



4. An Unresolved Conflict

Job 5:2 "Resentment destroys the fool and 

jealousy kills the simple." 

Job 18:4 "You are only hurting yourself 

with your anger."



5. An Unsupported Lifestyle
Ecclesiastes 4:9-10,. "Two are better than one... 

because if one falls down his friend can help him 
up. But pity the man who falls and has no one to 
help him up!"

Hebrews 10:24-25 "Let us consider how we may 
spur one another on towards love and good deeds. 
Let’s not give up meeting together and let us 
encourage one another."

13 The fire must be kept burning on the 

altar continuously; it must not go out.
